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TOP 10 TIPS FROM OMEGA IMAGE’S DRESSING FOR SUCCESS GUIDE

1. Get a color analysis performed, whether it’s in person or online.  Let a professional image consultant determine your season, Winter, Spring, Summer or Autumn.  You can purchase one online from Omega Image for $19.95, you will also receive a Color Card © in the mail to make it easy to shop for your colors.

2. Always wear your make-up when trying on your colors.  When you go shopping for clothes make sure you look your best, you want to see the finished look in the mirror.

3. Colors will vary with fabric texture.  If one of your colors is Chocolate, expect a variation in the color with each type of fabric.  Chocolate in cotton and Chocolate in cashmere will vary slightly. 

4. Winter is the only season that can wear true black and white successfully.  I am not saying you should throw out all of your black or white clothes if you are not a Winter.  However, you will want to integrate your wrong colors with your right colors.  It is a huge misconception that black is a slimming color.  You can look slimming in colors from your own season.  

5. Shoes and gloves should generally be in a neutral shade that blends well with the color of your skirt or pants.  If you are wearing brown slacks, wear brown shoes.  

6. If you’re wearing pantyhose, it should match the color of your skin.  Unless you have long, slim legs, wearing colored pantyhose or stockings could make your legs appear stocky.

7. Always, always, always dress before a full-length mirror.  This way you can see the completed look.  You would be surprised how changing just a small detail on your outfit can make the difference between looking good and looking great!

8. If you wear glasses, make sure the metal or color of the rim is in your season.  Gold tone is for Spring and Autumn, Silver tone is for Summer and Winter.

9. Always shop with your color card ©.  This card holds a sample shade of each of your thirty colors.  It is small enough to keep in your wallet or your purse, so you will always have it with you.  Keep in mind when shopping for your colors that they will be slightly off on the coloring with fabric textures, make sure it is a close match. 

10. Spend more money on the basics rather than accessories.  Make sure you purchase good quality basics in the primary colors of your season.  Your basics should include a jacket or blazer, pants and skirt. 
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
